i. The Handyman has been asked to carry out the minor repairs; it is unlikely that these repairs will be done until the spring.

ii. The posts at The Common have now been installed.

iii. A quote for signs in the play areas has been received (see agenda item 6ii).
iv. The Cantilever Swing in the Charrington Way play area has been repaired.

v. The swing and wet pour at the Village Centre will be replaced as part of the Big Lottery Project; this will require an additional transfer from Parish Council Reserves to The Big Lottery Reserve.  A quote to do this work has been requested by the contractor recommended by HDC to install the play equipment.
vi. The ditch at the Cricket Club has been dug.

vii. The conifers at the Village Centre have been cut back.

viii. Sides to the Bus Shelter by The Shelley have been installed.

ix. Kent County Council was not requested to install a self closing gate to the play area; it is believed that two gates were required to allow access for maintenance. 
x. A technical specification has been sent to three contractors to quote for installing a chain link fence at the Singleton Road play area, the deadline is 28th February 2009.
xi. A technical specification has been sent to Playsafe Playgrounds to quote to repair the Aerial Runway at The Common; the deadline is 28th February 2009.
Matters still outstanding:

· The Litter Warden has received a catalogue for work gear but has not yet chosen a new uniform.
6. Grounds Maintenance Tenders – Consider the four quotes received from Contractors and make a recommendation for approval to the Parish Council Meeting on 1st March 2009.  Also consider and recommend appointing this contractor for the next 2 years 
7. Play Areas
