074/10 Appointment of Chairman and Vice Chairman and Declaration of Acceptance of Office

It was RESOLVED that Cllr. V Edwards be appointed Chairman of the Council for the coming year.  The Declaration of Acceptance of Office of Chairman was signed.

It was RESOLVED that Cllr. J England be appointed Vice Chairman of the Council for the coming year.  Cllr. England was not present at the meeting but he had indicated in advance that he would be willing to stand as Vice Chairman; the Clerk will request that the Declaration of Acceptance is signed.

Members discussed the Vice Chairman role and whilst it is recognised that there is a need to consider succession planning, it should not be taken for granted that the Vice Chairman role is automatically a passage to Chairman.  There was also concern that Cllr. England, given his work commitments, may be absent from too many meetings; it was agreed to see how this develops over the next year.
Cllr. Edwards thanked Cllr. Curnock for his invaluable support and trusted advice as Vice Chairman over the years.  This was reiterated by members of the Council
075/10Attendance and Apologies for Absence

076/10 Declarations of Interest and Notification of Change to Members’ Interests –
There were no Declarations of Interests or changes notified to Members Interests.

077/10 Blue Topped Recycling Bins – Presentation by Horsham District Council on the new bins, due to arrive in July

Despite confirming their attendance in writing, HDC did not send a representative from the Acorn Plus Scheme to the meeting.  There has been confusion in the village over a change of collection dates; residents have not been informed.  The Clerk will investigate.
078/10 Chairman’s Announcements

i. Parish Councillor Vacancy – two prospective Councillors were present during the meeting.  The applicants will be approached to attend an informal interview with representatives from the Finance & Establishment Committee who will then make a recommendation to the Parish Council.

ii. Arrangements for Spring Clean 8th May – The final arrangements were agreed.  Cllr. Jones advised that ‘Green Gym’ were due to work on clearing the Ducky on 11th May 2010.
iii. Clerks Holiday dates – Members were advised of the Clerk’s holiday dates, the Clerk for Strategy and Development will provide cover.  The Chairman also volunteered to assist.
iv. Leisure Link – The Parish Council has been asked if the field behind the Village Centre can be used to provide activities for young people on 11th and 17th August.  The Parish Council had no objection to this; Cllr. Edwards will raise this at the next Village Centre Management Committee Meeting;

v. Grant for Dirt Jumps – WSCC Youth Services has approved a grant of £350 for the work done on the dirt jumps.

vi. Thelton Avenue Wall – only one response has been received to a letter sent to owners of the garages in Thelton Avenue with regard to creating access to the Village Centre field.  This matter will be discussed at the next Recreation Committee Meeting

vii. The Village Magazine – it was suggested that the Horsham Cycling Forum and a request for SID volunteers be added to the next magazine.

079/10 Minutes of previous meeting(s)
It was RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 7th April 2010 and the Annual Parish Meeting (APM) held on Monday 19th April 2010 be approved as a true record and the Chairman signed the minutes for the Parish Council Meeting. 080/10 Police Matters

PCSO Jeff Grant was not present but provided a report which had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.  A number of Councillors are going to join Jeff on ‘walkabouts’ around the village.  It was also reported that in Pinewood Close ‘cold callers’ were offering painting services, residents should beware.

· AirS – Horsham District Parish Plans Review – Cllr. England has provided feedback to the Clerk on the status of the ‘action points’.  The Clerk will forward the documentation provided by Cllr. England to Cllr. Jones for comment on Shelley School.
· WSCC new Local Transport Plan & Power of Well Being Training – there has been little response to the requests made from the Clerk, no further action to be taken at this time.
· Horsham Bowls Club – despite raising an objection, the Bowls Club has been awarded a grant of £5,000 by the Planning Obligations Panel from S106 monies relating to Community Facilities in the parish council area.  This will be tabled for discussion at a future meeting.  Cllr. Horner was thanked for objecting to this grant on behalf of the Parish Council.

· Dog Fouling – The Street Scene Team Wardens are liaising with the PCSO to patrol the village.  A £100 reward is on offer from HDC for information leading to the detection of any person not disposing of dog mess lawfully.

· Sullington Mead Verges – the PCSO has volunteered to help arrange a visit on site to include residents.  The Clerk has referred this matter to Saxon Weald and WSCC, Highways; the feedback suggests that there is little that can be done.
· Wickhurst Lane – the large hole opposite Wickhurst Gardens has been reported again to WSCC, Highways.  The hole has not yet been repaired; the Clerk will refer the matter once again.
