Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting

Held on Monday 4th February 2008  
At 8.00pm at Shelley School

017/08  Attendance and Apologies for Absence

Those present:  Councillors M Curnock (Chairman), A Blann, G Clark, J England, B Hutton, J Jones, B Stenning and S Horner (District).
Also present: Cllr. M Hodgson (County), Clerk for Strategy & Development - H Dayneswood and Parish Clerk - M Burroughs.

Apologies were received and the reasons noted from: Cllrs. V Edwards, N Dixon and I Johnston and PCSO J Grant.
018/08  Declarations of Interest and Notification of Change to Members’ Interests
There were no new declarations of interest or changes to Members interests.

019/08  Chairman’s Announcements

i. An update was provided with regard to the Litter Warden.

ii. The Audit Commission has appointed Mazars for the next 5 years.  The fee for 2008 will be £400.  The Audit Commission advised that there was no need to respond if the Parish Council is content with the Audit Commission’s proposal.  It was RESOLVED that no response was required.

iii. The Clerk has received a request from WSCC requesting that a Cantilever style bus-shelter should be chosen from a selection of brochures sent.  S106 funds are available for a new bus shelter opposite the Shelley Inn.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk should pursue a shelter to match the one at Charrington Way.

iv. HDC and Horsham Churches are hosting a one day conference at Dial Post on 5th March 2008.  The Clerk for Strategy & Development will attend this event.

v. WSCC has asked for feedback on the future of the West Sussex Sustainability Forum (WSSF).  It was agreed that no feedback would be given at this time.  The Parish Council will await further information.
020/08  Minutes of previous meeting(s)
It was RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 7th January 2008 and the Extraordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 30th October 2007  be approved as a true record of the meeting and the Chairman signed the minutes. 
021/08  Police Matters

PCSO Jeff Grant provided a report as follows:
i. An article was placed in both the WSCT and The Advertiser regarding the graffiti at the sub-way and the Village Centre.  A reward of £100 was offered for the positive conviction of an offender.  To date, no one has come forward and provided any information to the Police. 
ii. Patrols of the village have been stepped up due to more break-in’s to garages.  Saxon Weald has written to garage tenants to make them aware of this situation. 
Members were informed of other Police matters namely: 

Cllr. Stenning had contacted Saxon Weald with regard to the bogus caller mentioned at last month’s meeting.   Another incident has been reported which PCSO J Grant is aware of.

022/08  Matters Arising
i. Councillors Edwards and Horner and the Clerk attended a meeting with the HDC Portfolio Manager, Anna Chapman on 24th January 2008 to discuss the set-up of a project team to manage the Big Lottery Grant.  Nominations have been put forward for Project Leader, Executive, Senior User and Senior Supplier and as agreed at the last meeting this will be referred to the next Recreation Committee on 18th February 2008.

ii. The Clerk has recovered the 3rd quarter 2007-8 Environmental Cleansing Grant of £1,043.50 and has submitted a bid to HDC for 2008-9 of £4,963, and 2009-2010 of £5,170.

iii. The Clerk has submitted the Precept claim for 2008/9 to HDC.

iv. The Clerk has not approached HDC or the landowner with regard to allotments pending receipt and a review of documentation from Cllr. Stenning.

v. The Clerk has been requested by NALC to submit motions for discussion at their National Conference in May 2008.  The deadline for motions to be submitted (via the Clerk) is 18th April 2008.

vi. The Clerk been invited to the Horsham District Clerk’s meeting on 13th February and a Parish Clerk’s meeting at HDC on the 29th February 2008.  Councillors are requested to email or telephone the Clerk with any issues that they would like to be raised.  Cllr. Clarke suggested that the Clerk raise the question of what other parishes are doing with regard to the consultation document ‘Conduct of Local Authority Members in England’.
023/08  Documents for Circulation

Documents not requiring action were circulated to those Councillors present.  Cllr. Clark requested that the Clerk review the cost of SALC providing identity badges for Councillors.  Cllr. Hutton asked that a donation to the West Sussex Mediation Service be put on the agenda and considered at the next meeting.  
024/08  Report from the County Councillor

Cllr. Hodgson apologised for not being present at the last two meetings and provided a report on the following matters:

i. The spending and 3rd phase efficiency savings for next year.
ii. The Downs Link and the proposal to bring the footpath up to a safe standard.
iii. The Missing Link to Christ’s Hospital station. 

iv. Highways Forward Plan i.e. the Shelley School Safety Zone in 2008/9.

v. Post Offices closures in the area and a recommendation that residents use their Post Office as often as they can.

025/08  Finance

· A list of all accounts requiring payment was circulated.
· It was RESOLVED that the ground maintenance contract be awarded to Burley’s for 2008/9.

· It was RESOLVED that the quote from VisionInc of £300+VAT be approved for a V2 website. 

· The quote from PFA for building a Traffic Model was not approved pending the receipt of further information as to whether independent advice is required at this time.
· It was RESOLVED that the Clerks additional 37 hours for January 2008 be approved for payment.
· It was RESOLVED that the Strategy & Development Clerks additional 11.25 hours for January 2008 be approved for payment.

· It was RESOLVED that the Clerk could reclaim up to £60 for the purchase of a Parish Council mobile phone.
A list of potential reserves had been circulated in advance by the Clerk for review and approval by the Parish Council.  Cllr. Hutton requested that the Clerk investigate and obtain further information with regard to reserves and that a Balance Sheet be prepared showing the reserves at last year-end.  The Clerk will investigate this matter further. 

026/08  Consultations, Grants and Forth-Coming Meetings
i. Consultation – WSCC Highways Works Programme 2008/9 and forward programme.  The Clerk advised that there was only one scheme planned for Broadbridge Heath in the next two years i.e. the School Safety Zone at the Shelley School.  Councillors felt that Castle Road should be a priority as the road surface has pot-holes and is breaking up.  The Clerk will feedback this request to WSCC.
ii. Consultation – HDC Corporate Plan 2008-2011.   The Parish Council requested that the Clerk advise HDC that they are disappointed at the time given to respond on this document.  
iii. Consultation – Timebank (bringing people and communities together).  The Parish Council requested that the Clerk advise HDC that they are disappointed at the time given to respond on this document.  

iv. Consultation – Conduct of Local Authority Members in England.  The Clerk advised that HDC had prepared a comprehensive response to this consultation document.  Cllr. Clark requested that the Clerk establish if other Parish Council’s are responding independently.
v. Grant – Bus Shelter Scheme 2008/9.  It was agreed that no further bus-shelters are required at this time.
vi. Meetings – Senior Persons Council – The Clerk provided information on this project and advised that dates had been published on the Village Centre Notice Board.
vii. Partnership for Older People (POPP) – The Clerk provided information on this project and advised that dates had published on the Village Centre Notice Board.

viii. Annual Parish Meeting – it was RESOLVED that the Annual Parish Meeting be held on Monday 31 March 2008 at 8.00pm at either the Village Centre or the Shelley School (to be confirmed).  The Clerk for Strategy & Development will invite Tom Crowley, Barbara Childs and John Mayle as ‘Guest Speakers’.  The Clerk will arrange for this event to be advertised.

Other matters

Details of outstanding applications pending consideration or decision by HDC were circulated as part of the report. 

028/08  Strategic Development

The Clerk for Strategy & Development updated members on recent consultation with the Parish Council’s traffic advisors (PFA) and also reported back on the last Masterplanning Reference Group as follows: 

i. The West of Horsham Masterplanning document is due to be adopted by HDC at the end of May 2008.

ii. HDC is conducting further technical work on various aspects of the development.

iii. There are some ideas for further modifications to one junction.

iv. As minor modifications are still being made, the traffic calming consultation will be deferred until the Masterplan has been formalised.

v. HDC has made clear its intention to ensure that computer-based modelling work is undertaken for the traffic aspects of both Option 1 and Option 2.

vi. Outline planning applications are expected from Countryside and Berkeleys later this year.

In the light of the above, members felt that it was not necessary or helpful at the present time to instruct PFA to undertake independent computer-based modelling work on the traffic aspects of Option 1 and Option 2.

029/08  Roads and Footpaths

i. The Clerk advised that she had traced the owner of an articulated vehicle and trailer that had damaged the verges on the corner of Church Road and Corsletts Avenue.  This matter is now being dealt with by the owners’ insurers and WSCC, Highways.  WSCC, Highways will repair the verges and recover the cost of doing so from the owners insurers.

ii. The Clerk received a request from a resident to have the streetlight on the corner of Wickhurst Lane and Bearsden Way replaced.  This was reported to WSCC who have agreed to replace the streetlight.

iii. The Clerk has received a report of a tree down on the footpath that runs between Charrington Way and the Old Guildford Road.  This matter has been referred to the Public Rights of Way (PROW) team by WSCC, Highways.
iv. A complaint has been received by a resident of Castle Road with regard to a pot-hole.  The Clerk will report this matter to WSCC, Highways.
v. A report has been received of a drain ‘bubbling up’ outside 9 Guildford Road.  The Clerk will report this matter to WSCC, Highways.

vi. The stile on Footpath 1453 at the bottom of the Charrington Way play area is in need of repair.  The Clerk will report this matter to Public Rights of Way (WSCC).
vii. Access to Sullington Mead is being restricted by cars parked on the pavements.  The Clerk will report this matter to the PCSO, Jeff Grant.
030/08  Approve the use of The Common for Showtime Amusements (Fun Fair) in September 2008 and for a resident to erect a marquee for a wedding in 2009.
i. The Clerk has received a request from Showtime Amusements to use The Common from the 15th to 22nd September for a Fun Fair.  This request had been approved in 2007.  It was RESOLVED that Showtime Amusements could use The Common in September 2008 at an agreed fee of £315.  The Clerk should advise those residents surrounding The Common of the arrival and departure dates for the Fun Fair. 
ii. The Clerk has received a request from a resident to use The Common in 2009 to erect a marquee for a wedding.  The decision was deferred and the request was not approved at this time.  The Clerk was asked to research whether the land could be used for a private function.

It was RESOLVED that the accounts for January 2008 be approved for payment.
