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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting
Held on Monday 7th June 2010 
At 8.00pm at St John’s Church Hall
The meeting commenced with a presentation from Alex Gander, HDC with regard to the introduction of the Acorn Plus Scheme i.e. the new blue topped bins which are being delivered from 21st June, with collections commencing in July.  (See minute 095/10)

093/10Attendance and Apologies for Absence

Those present:  Councillors V Edwards, (Chairman), G Clark, J England, B Hutton, S Jackson, I Johnston, J Jones, D Milbank, D Sheldon (County) and D Trangmar.  Also present: Parish Clerk - M Burroughs and H Dayneswood (Clerk for Strategy & Development).
Apologies were received and the reasons noted from: Cllrs. M Curnock and N Dixon.  Cllr. S Horner (District) and the PCSO J Grant also sent their apologies.

There were five members of the public present with regard to 095/10.

094/10 Declarations of Interest and Notification of Change to Members’ Interests –
There were no Declarations of Interests or changes notified to Members Interests.

095/10 Blue Topped Recycling Bins – Presentation by Horsham District Council on the new bins
Alex Gander from the HDC's Acorn Plus Scheme spoke to those present on the new bins due to arrive in June and be collected in July.  His presentation provided information on:

· Items that can and cannot be recycled;

· The current level of re-cycling in the District;

· The vehicles and crew that would collect the recycling;

· Weekly and fortnightly collection days, times etc;

· Communication to residents;

· Delivery of bins;

· Risk assessment for collection areas;

· Closed lid policy;

· Where to seek further help and advice including an ‘Assisted Collection’ service 

Councillors and members of the public asked for clarification on collection points and times, whether recycling had to be rinsed before being deposited in the bins, the arrangements for roads where the new vehicles could not access and whether the drivers would be responsible for picking up the content of the bins left on roads or pavements.

Cllr. Jones advised that she had had a number of complaints with regard to a Saturday where the crews arrived shortly after 6.00 am; under the current scheme collections should not start till after 7.00 am.  Alex Gander advised that he would look into this matter.

Cllr. Edwards thanked Alex Gander for attending.

· Traffic Calming;
· Allotments;
· Anti-Social Behaviour – e.g. dog fouling, pavement parking, graffiti etc;
· Sea Cadets tenancy at the Village Centre.
HDC has invited Parish Council’s to attend a meeting on 5th July; if a Councillor can attend they should advise Cllr. Edwards 

iv. Horsham Town Community Partnership – Denne Neighbourhood Council has asked whether the Parish Council would be interested in becoming a member.  There is an informal meeting on 14th June which Cllr. Edwards or Cllr. Hutton will attend to obtain more information.

v. Holiday Dates – information was provided to the members present.

vi. Gala Association – as a result of there not being enough interest in an event for ‘senior citizens’ a cheque for £500, being the grant awarded, has been returned to the Parish Council.

097/10 Minutes of previous meeting(s)
It was RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Annual Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 5th May 2010 be approved as a true record and the Chairman signed the minutes.
098/10 Police Matters

PCSO Jeff Grant was not present but provided a report which had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.  There were no other police matters to report.

099/10 Matters Arising from 097/10 (for information only)
· Leisure Link – HDC has been advised that the Parish Council has no objection to the Village Centre field being used during the summer to provide activities for young people;
· AirS database update for the Parish Plan – the Clerk has made a start on updating the database based on the feedback provided by Cllrs. England and Jones;
· Wickhurst Lane hole – WSCC, Highways has advised that this is not a Highways issue as the hole is on private land and should be addressed by the residents of Wickhurst Gardens, the Clerk referred this matter Southern Water who advise that it is ground water and suggest contact with the Environment Agency for investigation (done 26th May 2010);

· S106 Contributions- to be scheduled for discussion at the July or September meeting.

100/10 Strategic Development

The Local Development Committee has been continuing to work on the issues concerning highways and traffic in relation to the outline planning application from Countryside.  There is an ongoing dialogue about the traffic/transport issues involving BBHPC, HDC, WSCC and Countryside.
It was RESOLVED to approve the three points drafted by Councillor England, in response to comments made by WSCC regarding an analysis of the traffic modelling for the new development south of Broadbridge Heath.  These three points would be forwarded to Mr John Male at HDC.  Following on from this, it was agreed that the Local Development Committee should meet to draft another interim response to HDC concerning the outline application; this draft to be referred back to the full Council meeting for approval.
101/10 Report from the County Councillor

Cllr. Sheldon provided an update on the following:

· Allotments;

· Mulberry Gardens and the TRO;

· S106 Education Contributions;
· Youth Service Consultation.
Cllr. Clark advised that there were a number of poles that had been replaced in the area but no traffic signs.  Cllr. Sheldon will make enquiries as to when the signs will be erected on the poles.

102/10 – Recommendations from the Finance and Establishment Committee Meeting on 17th May 2010
It was RESOLVED to agree the recommendations made as detailed in the minutes with regard to:

i. Adopting the amendments to Financial Regulations;
ii. The response to the Internal Audit Report.
103/10 Documents for Circulation
The Clerk apologised but she had left the documents (for information only and not requiring action) at home.  These will be circulated at the next meeting.

104/10 Finance

i. The accounts for payment for May 2010 were circulated for approval and Cllrs. Edwards, Hutton and Jones reviewed the supporting documentation.  The Clerk was asked to confirm the current list of bank signatories.

ii. Review of Invoices – it was agreed that time should be allocated before the meeting starts for Councillors to review the documentation to support the cheques for signing.  The information will be made available 30 minutes before the start of the Planning Meeting or Parish Council Meeting as appropriate.  Cllrs. signing the cheques were requested to initial the supporting documentation as evidence of their review.
iii. It was RESOLVED to approve 2 additional hours for the Clerk for Strategy and Development and 19 for the Clerk (for April and May).
iv. It was RESOLVED to approve an additional £20 for Horsham Green Gym.
v. It was RESOLVED to approve the quote from Came & Co (Aviva) for £1,037.95 for the Parish Council’s insurance from 27th June 2010 to include a 3 year Long Term Agreement which offers an extra 5% discount.

vi. It was RESOLVED to approve the purchase of a digital camera for the Litter Warden for around £50.

Cllr. Clark provided an update on the earlier Planning Meeting (see Planning Minutes).
106/10 Consultations, Grants and Forthcoming Meetings/Activities 
i. Parish Emergency Plan – the Clerk has a meeting with HDC scheduled 6th July 2010 and will provide an update after the meeting;

ii. West Sussex Mobile Library Service (deadline 30th June 2010) – A letter supporting the Mobile Service had been received from a resident; Cllr. Edwards will respond to the consultation on behalf of the Parish Council;

iii. HDC - Abandoned Shopping Trolleys Consultation (deadline 10th June 2010) – Cllr. Jones will respond on behalf of the Parish Council.

107/10 Roads and Footpaths 
a) Sullington Mead Verges – it was agreed to advise the residents who raised this matter of the work done by the Clerk and the PCSO.  It was agreed that the Parish Council had explored all reasonable avenues and that any further action needs to be initiated by the residents.

b) Mulberry Gardens – the Clerk provided an update on the latest position.  The Clerk was requested to obtain a one off quote to bring the area into a tidy state pending resolution by HDC of future maintenance;

c) Real Time Passenger Information – it was agreed to advise WSCC that the Parish Council’s preference for a real time sign was ACIS (Ibis).  The Clerk will inform WSCC;
d) Bearsden Way Pavement – WSCC, Highways has investigated the pavement which is uneven and is cracking up but it is not within limits for repair; they will monitor;

e) Gullies - Guildford Road – work has been scheduled by WSCC, Highways to clear the gullies between the Lawson Hunt roundabout;

f) A Broken Post by the One Stop shop has been reported to WSCC for repair.
