112/10 Declarations of Interest and Notification of Change to Members’ Interests –
Cllr. Curnock declared a personal interest in 122/10 (v) BBH Football Club request for financial assistance.

113/10 Co-opt a New Councillor.

It was RESOLVED to co-opt Mr Terry Oliver as Parish Councillor.  Mr Oliver signed a Declaration of Acceptance and was asked to complete ‘Members Interests’ within the next 28 days.

122/10 Finance

i. The accounts for payment for June 2010 together with the supporting documents were circulated for approval and Cllrs. Curnock, England and Jones signed the cheques. 
ii. It was RESOLVED to approve 13.25 additional hours for the Clerk for Strategy and Development.  There were no additional hours for the Clerk.
iii. Charrington Way Transfer – HDC are in receipt of the transfer deeds and a cheque for £14,180; £14,086 has been transferred to the Parish Council’s bank account.
iv. The Ducky – it was RESOLVED to approve a quote of £320 from K B Gardening to carry out emergency tree work to a dangerous willow and a dead beech tree.  A quote for £400 plus VAT has also been received to remove reed mace and burr reed from the pond but it was agreed that further investigation is required as to whether this work would need to be done if the pond has to be de-silted. This matter will be raised for further consideration at the Recreation Meeting on 26th July 2010.  The Clerk was requested to notify the occupiers of Swan Ken that tree work will be done.
v. BBHFC’s request for financial assistance.  It was agreed to consider this request when a formal grant application and copies of the accounts are received.
