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Minutes of the Recreation Committee Meeting

R023/08 Attendance and Apologies for Absence

Those present:  Councillors J Jones (Chairman), A Blann, M Curnock, B Hutton and I Johnston.  Also present: Clerk - M Burroughs. 
Apologies were received and the reasons noted from: Cllr. V Edwards.
R024/08 Declarations of Interest and Notification of Change to Members’ Interests

There were no declarations of interest or changes to Members interests.

R025/08 Chairman’s Announcements
i. Mobile Skate Park -  this is now with HDC and Tanbridge School, no further action required by the Parish Council at this stage.

ii. Allotments – the Clerk has been approached by a resident of Thelton Avenue for an allotment space and has advised the resident that this is a matter currently being investigated by the Parish Council.  Cllr. Jones and Stenning met with a landowner on 23 June 2008 about a possible site off the Old Guildford Road.  This landowner does not want to tie the land up and is ‘luke warm’ as to the proposal to lease the land.  However the landowner agreed to raise this matter at the next Trustees meeting and has requested information on the proposed allotment site for the new development.  The Clerk will obtain this information from HDC and write to the landowner outlining the history of allotments in the village. The Clerk will also approach HDC for further advice as to how this can be pursued.

iii. Horsham & District Citizens Advice Bureau has advised that they are involved with POPP (Partnerships for Older People Project).  They have requested information on the organisations that the Parish Council is involved with and the services or activities that the older people are looking for.  The Clerk will respond to this request.

R026/08 Minutes of Previous Meeting
The Minutes of the Recreation Committee Meeting held on 28th April 2008 were accepted as a true record and were duly signed.
R027/08 Matters Arising
i. Playsafe Playgrounds will be installing the new swing at The Common w/c 7th July 2008.

ii. An update on the work completed by Mr Bayne was provided and it was RESOLVED to pay his recent invoice of £170.00.

iii. The Bus Shelters on both sides of the road at The Shelley Public House have been ordered at a cost of £5,813.84 + VAT.  The Clerk will recover the cost of the shelters from WSCC, S106 funds and the VAT will be recovered separately.

iv. The Clerk has contacted N W Adams to establish when the annual inspection of the play areas is scheduled.  This will take place on Saturday 28th June 2008. 

v. The Clerk has asked the resident for their latest advice with regard to erecting a marquee for a wedding reception on The Common; legal advice has not been sought pending confirmation that the residents wish to proceed with their request.
R028/08 Replacement Bins 
It was RESOLVED to approve the cost of replacing the bins at The Common and Charrington Way (£200 each + VAT).  The Clerk will order these bins and was also requested to establish how many bins the Parish Council owns and to provide a future reserve for replacement.

R029/08 Thelton Avenue Wall (far end of Playing Fields)

The Clerk has received a response from Land Registry enclosing Title Number WSX74598 (96 Thelton Avenue) and Transfer Title SX158733. The Title Number WSX74598 shows the boundary of the garage and drive leading up to the garage as bordering the wall in question.  The Transfer Title SX158733 suggests that dividing walls between the buildings and adjoining land shall be deemed as party walls and be maintained by the respective owners accordingly.  It is still unclear as to whether the Parish Council has any obligation to repair the wall.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk refer this matter to HDC/SALC in the first instance and thereafter if necessary to our solicitors Rawlinson & Butler.
R030/08 Posts at The Common
The Clerk advised that she was meeting with Adrian Bargman to discuss the replacement posts at The Common on 24th June 2008.  It was RESOLVED to appoint this contractor at a cost of £590.00 provided that the work carried out previously has been done to an acceptable standard.  The Clerk will proceed on this basis.
R031/08 Annual Spring Clean

The 'Annual Spring Clean' has been confirmed for 12th July 2008 and will start at 10.30am.  The ‘clean’ will include:

· The Limes Trees at the Common

· The Ducky Overflow

· The War Memorial

· The Triangle

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk obtain 40 bags, litter pickers and high viz waistcoats from HDC and arrange collection of the waste.  The Clerk was also requested to check the contract with Burley’s with regard to ‘The Triangle’.
R032/08 Singleton Road Play Area
Following the advice received from the PCSO a new sign will be ordered that shows that the play area is open from dawn till dusk and has the Police 0845 number on to report misuse.  The Clerk will order this sign and arrange for it to be fitted to the gate at the play area.
R032/08 Play Areas

i. Charrington Way – It was agreed that we would look at the quote from Playsafe of £874 for repairing the Cantilever Swing when the Annual Inspection Report has been received.

ii. Swing Seats – It was agreed to review the need to replace damaged seats in all play areas following the receipt of the Annual Inspection Report.
